The following changes were made in the NC Medicaid State Plan manual. You may view the Plan on
DMA'’s website at http://www.ncdhhs.gov/dma/plan/index.htm.

SPA# 12-001 (Nursing Facilities) - The purpose of this state plan change is to adjust SFY 2012 for
Nursing Homes to increase the nursing direct and indirect components of the facility rates to 0.87%
percent for SFY 2011 -2012, effective January 1, 2012. The Case Mix Index will be unfrozen to adjust
the reimbursement rates semi-annually. The rate increase is due to an assessment increase of $0.93. For
SFY 2013, rates are to be at the rate for an effective flat 2% decrease.
