
Instructions for Completing the Safety Assessment for the School 

Fluoride Mouth Rinse Program (DHHS 3898)

Purpose:
To examine current safety procedures by reviewing the basic standards of the fluoride mouth rinse operation in a school.

Preparation:
This tool is to be used by the school principal and dental public health staff and reviewed every three years or earlier if there is a change of principal or other key personnel.

Instructions:

1.
As they visit the schools, dental public health staff will distribute the safety assessment to the principals of schools participating in the school fluoride mouth rinse program.

2.
Dental public health staff will emphasize that safety is important and that reasonable and appropriate safeguards must be taken to ensure safety.

3.
The principal and the fluoride mouth rinse coordinator at the school should complete the safety assessment tool, send the original to the dental public health staff assigned to the school and retain a copy at the school.

4.
Dental public health staff should maintain records for each school participating in the school fluoride mouth rinse program.

Disposition:
This form may be destroyed after three years or earlier if there is a change of principal or other key personnel and a new form has been completed.
