Instructions for dental public health staff to discontinue the Fluoride Mouth Rinse Program:
1. Inform the school principal that parents must be notified that the Weekly Fluoride Mouth Rinse program is being discontinued.


2. Let the principal know that the notification must be done by the school.  Share the wording below as a suggestion for what to tell parents.


3. Some suggested ways to notify parents are:  a letter to all parents on school letterhead, the information included in a parent newsletter or a robocall to all parents (this is an automated calling system that your school may have as a resource.)
The Weekly Fluoride Mouth Rinse Program is being discontinued in ____________ school.  This decision was made by your school administration.
To ensure that your child continues to receive adequate exposure to the decay-preventive benefits of fluoride, he or she should drink fluoridated water and brush with fluoridated toothpaste.  For good dental health, your child should see a dentist on a regular basis.

I hope that your child will continue to benefit from the education and other dental health activities offered at school.
