Guidelines for Preparing Oral Health County Program Plan 

FY 2012-2013
General Information

A county program plan must be developed annually by each Public Health Dental Hygienist for each assigned county.  The completed county plan(s) must be reviewed and approved by the appropriate regional supervisor.  County program plans will include the following key components:

I. Dental Health in North Carolina – standard text that provides a statewide perspective on oral health status as well as on the focus and philosophy of the Oral Health Section

II.         County Diagnosis – the diagnosis is a summary of county information that helps to make clear why you chose the oral health activities listed for your county.
III.       Oral Health Activities – a list of activities drawn from the Menu of Priority Field Services that address dental needs identified in the County Diagnosis that are to be accomplished during the fiscal year, should there be adequate resources.

The following is to be used when preparing your county diagnosis.  This is not a complete list of topics for every county.  

Use bullet format as indicated below.  Keep your comments brief and to the point.

· Total county population

· Ethnic breakdown of population

· Population of larger communities

· Total school population

· Lists of all schools with the following details for each school:

·  % free and reduced lunch 

· Pre-school population

· List types of programs and services available
· List the public and charter schools with Pre-K programs.

· Status of community water fluoridation

· List of communities and the number of people in each of those communities who receive optimally fluoridated water 

· Other fluoride activities

· Into the Mouths of Babes, e.g., health department, physician practices

· Schools and anticipated number of children participating in the Fluoride Mouth Rinse program

· Dental access

· Dentist to population ratio

· List of dentists indicating those accepting Medicaid and/or Health Choice

· List of safety net programs, e.g., health department, community health centers, volunteer efforts (describe)

· Other agency dental health programs

· Smart Start (describe)

· Head Start and Early Head Start

· Grants (describe)

· For example, ZOE.
