Directions for Project Coordinator:

In preparation for your sealant project, discuss medical emergency protocols, the school’s emergency response plan and AED availability with your school principal and school nurse.  Confirm roles and responsibilities for activating the emergency response plan: OHS staff alert the appropriate school person and ask them to activate the emergency response system OR, if the sealant project is far from the school office, OHS staff call 911 and immediately inform the school office so they will know to expect EMS.  The school will escort EMS to the treatment room.  Confirm roles and responsibilities for medication availability and administration.   OHS staff cannot administer any medications, other than Epi-Pens, which the school will need to have available.

Prior to treating patients, review the following emergency actions with the dental team members and assign emergency roles.  Write in the name of the person responsible for each action and post the form in the room.  All staff are to review the form each day prior to the first patient.  Update the form if there are staff changes during the project.  At the end of the project, file the form(s) with the patient records.
