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Questions Answered During the Webinar

1. What happens if the school would like to continue the program after the grant ends?
Answer:  The schools may continue the program with oversight from the local hygienist.  The Oral Health Section will continue to provide mouth rinse supplies.

2. Do you ever do a school and not do all grades 1st- 5th?  Would you only do 1st or 2nd or 3rd if that is all the school would agree to? 
Answer:  The program must be done for all grades.  It is most effective when children participate in grades 1 – 5 during their elementary school years.

3. Where can we access a list of counties/schools that already have the FMR Program implemented?
Answer:  Contact the Oral Health Section Central Office.

4. Is there a limit to the number of schools which can participate in each county?
Answer:  No, all qualifying school may participate. 

5. What is the due date for the chosen schools?
Answer:  Jan. 8th. Please select a school to offer FMR by our next webinar.  We will have your mentoring hygienist assist you once you have selected your target school.

6. For this grant, do we try to start implementation during this year or do we get this set up with the plan to start with next school year?  To clarify, the school is either all in or all grades out except Kindergarten? (Combined two similar questions)
Answer:  During this year is fine, but keep in mind, this requires parental permission forms which can easily take a long time to secure.  Many times this barrier is overcome by including those forms in the school paperwork sent out to parents at the beginning of each school year.

7. Could you repeat the answer about the schools that may have community water fluoridation but have a high caries risk and history, and we are recommending fluoride mouth rinse?  The connection was lost while you were answering it. 
Answer:  Fluoride mouth rinse is an adjunct to community water fluoridation with additional preventive effects for dental caries.  It is especially cost effective for high caries risk schools.  The Oral Health Section targets schools with a high percentage of children who qualify for the free or reduced lunch program.

8. How to respond to a school nurse who asks about fluoride already being in the water? 
Answer:  See answer for question 7.

9. For schools who plan to continue after the grant, who's responsible for "following up.
Answer:  The local hygienist who started the program.

10. Would participation in the program be contraindicated for any student that has an identified case of severe fluorosis? If not, are there any contraindications?
Answer:  No.  Its use would only be contraindicated for children identified for allergies to any of the components of the mouth rinse or whose parents refuse permission for the program. 

11. So to clarify - we should have the schools identified by Jan. 8th or actually started the process of speaking with superintendent or designee, principals, etc.

12. I am guessing. It's ok to add children’s names to the program after it has started if they bring the form back late or you have new student?
Answer:  It is fine to add more students during the school year.

13. On those schools, the local hygienist or an on OHS hygienist?
Answer:  The local hygienist.

14. Does the DDS for the OHS have to approve the school?
Answer:  The local hygienist identifies and targets the schools for the program.

15. How do we get to roster to get credits?

16. Follow up, many homes do not have the county water system, they have home wells.
Answer:  It is important to have the water in the home tested to see how much fluoride is occurring naturally in the water they are drinking/cooking/using in the home.
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
