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1. Can our local DDS do the prescreening process?
Answer:  Dentists can provide the exams. 

2. How many students should be our goal to complete during our sealant project?
Answer: Determine how many children you will be able to treat in a six hour day.  Try to treat as many as possible per school.  Fifty is a good number to strive for.

3. How many patient chairs/ operatories are set up at each project? Should we have other dental staff members plan on helping out with sterilization, etc.? 
Answer:  We set up one chair. 

4. Can Medicaid be billed for the sealants?
Answer:  Yes, for this grant project if your local health department provided the supplies, then the health department can bill Medicaid.

5. Would it be possible to use our mobile dental clinic which has two operatories?
Answer:  Sure! That’s a great idea! 

6. On the consent form, you said we could modify the information to fit our organization.  Were you referring to the top three lines of the form ("Department of Health...Oral Health Section")?
Answer:  Feel free to modify the form as you feel fit.  Changing the top three lines is a good idea as well as the bottom portion that deals with consent.

7. Would we be able to place sealants on children who do not have Medicaid? My understanding is that we cannot collect cash?
Answer:  Yes, we don’t suggest singling out the children and providing care only to those who have a specific coverage.  Your health department administration should decide if you are going to try to bill private insurance and collect fees through the mail for children who don’t have Medicaid. 

8. To clarify, assistants can help clean chairs, sterilize ONLY, correct?
Answer:  Assistants can work at a sealant project only if a dentist is present.
