How to use
Den’cal Floss

Plaque likes to grow between
your teeth and under your gums.
Plaque causes dental problems.

Dental floss removes the plaque
growing between your teeth
and under your gums.

Be sure to floss both sides of each tooth.
Move to a clean area of floss after every 2 or 3 teeth.
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
